Tour Old Town State Park Native Plant Garden before catching a flight out of nearby San Diego Lindbergh Field (ten minutes away). The Garden is 1-1/2 years along to being restored to the pre-historic vegetation that was found here, formerly at the San Diego River's edge, with a focus on plants used by the Native Americans. Tour guides - CNPS-SD Vice President Peter St.Clair and longtime CNPS-SD member Kay Stewart.  The Garden is on west side of the McCoy House, opposite the Transit Station, between Congress St, Taylor St. and Calhoun St.. Free Parking in Parking Lot off Calhoun Street -drive to the west end. Meet at the entrance from the west parking lot to the Garden.

Torrey Pines State Park

Torrey Pines State Park was the first California State Park Reserve, and is the coastal gem of San Diego County natural preserves. Any season, the vegetation has delights and surprises to reveal to the keen observer. Tour guide - author and CNPS San Diego member Margaret Fillius. Torrey Pines is about five miles north of La Jolla with the entrance from the Coast Highway 1 at the beach level.

Day use fees must be paid at the entry kiosk right off the highway (sorry that they are now $10.00 as of 8/17/09) and drive up to the parking lots at the top, near the visitor center. Meet on the south porch of the old adobe Visitor Center in the heart of the preserve.

Name: Dawson-Los Monos University of California Natural Preserve

Dawson-Los Monos, in Carlsbad, is a living laboratory for conservation and management of western San Diego's native plant communities. After two centuries of ranching, this 234 acre site was deeded to UCSD to be conserved in perpetuity. Non-native exotics are being eliminated, while native foothill and riparian species are being restored and nurtured. A trial plot recently was established for reducing fire risk to adjacent property, with the least compromise to the Preserve's mission of conserving natural resources. Flowing through the bottom of the Dawson Los Monos Canyon Reserve is Agua Hedionda Creek, one of the few perennial streams in Southern California, as it winds its way through the San Diego county foothills to the Pacific Ocean. Along the stream banks of the canyon floor grows a lush riparian woodland, which gives way to dense chaparral spreading up the steep north- and south-facing slopes. The wide upper canyon opens out onto old pastures of introduced annual grasses, the result of a century of grazing. Other reserve habitats, some of which were once common throughout Southern California, include coast live oak woodland, inland sage scrub, and a mixed grassland of native bunchgrasses and introduced annuals.
